She taught art and music, coached boys' basketball, and even served as the school's principal. A diligent and proud educator, she served on the PTA and held positions in local, state, and national education associations; and 

WHEREAS, Mrs. Denton was an active member of her community. For many years she served on the Board of Directors of Fleming County Hospital, and she was a tireless early advocate for building the hospital. She and her husband were organizers of the Hillsboro Fire Department. She also served in 4-H, the Historical Society, the American Legion Auxiliary, the Veterans of Foreign Wars Auxiliary, the Order of Eastern Star, the Polio Foundation, and many other charitable and civic organizations; and 

WHEREAS, Mrs. Denton served God at Hillsboro Christian Church. A faithful steward, she taught Sunday School and piano, which she played during church services; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Denton was preceded in death by her parents; her sister, Glenna Christine Smoot; her brothers, Everett Barber, Jr., Eugene Barber, and Archie Clark Barber; and her beloved husband, Ashton Lyle Denton. She is survived by her daughter, Glenna Denton (Gene) Peterson; her son James (Jeannette) Denton; two grandchildren; and one great-granddaughter; and 

WHEREAS, Mrs. Denton departed this earthly life on January 31st, 2011, and an entire community joins her family and friends in mourning her loss;
