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A RESOLUTION recognizing and commending Kentucky Educational Television for its decades of service to the Commonwealth.

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Authority for Educational Television was established in 1962, and Kentucky Educational Television (KET) began programming on September 23, 1968; and

WHEREAS, in addition to carrying Public Broadcasting System (PBS) programming, KET also carries programming focusing on the Commonwealth, including such shows as "Kentucky Life," "Louisville Life," and "Kentucky Afield," as well as public affairs programs such as "Comment on Kentucky" and "Kentucky Tonight"; and

WHEREAS, KET helps educate Kentuckians through its general educational development (GED) programming and distance learning programs; and

WHEREAS, KET capably serves the Commonwealth with its coverage of this General Assembly, including "Legislative Update," a program that includes excerpts of committee testimony and action as well as debate and floor votes; and

WHEREAS, federal funding helps KET provide instructional resources for the classroom, GED instruction for adults, educational and commercial-free children's programming, documentaries, news programs, and arts programs that enrich the lives of all Kentuckians;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Kentucky House of Representatives recognizes and commends KET for its decades of service to the people of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives is directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to the offices of each member of Kentucky's Congressional delegation in Washington, D.C.; and to Shae Hopkins, Executive Director, Kentucky Educational Television, 600 Cooper Drive, Lexington, Kentucky 40502.
