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A RESOLUTION requesting the Transportation Cabinet to study licensing of motor carriers of passengers for hire.

WHEREAS, Kentucky needs consistent and rational transportation statutes, ordinances, rules, and administrative regulations to accommodate the needs of the traveling public in the 21st century; and

WHEREAS, uniform and predictable transportation statutes, ordinances, rules, and administrative regulations will improve the business environment, promote economic development, improve travel, reduce safety issues, boost productivity, and increase mobility in the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, consistency in the application process would allow more competition in all passenger transportation markets, create more jobs, and make travel more enjoyable; and

WHEREAS, the jurisdictional police powers of municipalities to insure safety of the riding public through federal or state safety statutes should not be diminished;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives requests the Transportation Cabinet to study the current system of licensing of motor carriers of passengers for hire and suggest changes that increase the efficiency of the licensing process. The study should include estimates of cost savings through the streamlining of certificate and licensure requirements, and the potential effects on safety that may result from such a change. The Cabinet should report its findings to the Interim Joint Committee on Transportation by October 31, 2011, to allow time to prepare legislation for the 2012 Regular Session of the General Assembly.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives shall transmit a copy of this Resolution to Secretary Mike Hancock, Kentucky Transportation Cabinet.
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
