WHEREAS, Dr. Bracco has won a host of regional and national awards including outstanding Mental Health Administrator for the Commonwealth of Kentucky in 1994, the Visionary Leadership Award from the National Council for Community Behavioral Healthcare in 2008, and the Center for Nonprofit Excellence Lifetime Achievement Award in 2010; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky and the Louisville area are truly grateful for Dr. Bracco's service; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Bracco's leadership will be sorely missed but his contributions will leave a lasting legacy of professional service in community mental health throughout the Commonwealth;
