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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of the 100th Division (Training) of the U. S. Army Reserve.

WHEREAS, The 100th Division (Training) of the U. S. Army Reserve was placed on active duty in September, 1961, as part of the nation's defense buildup in the face of the Berlin Crisis; and

WHEREAS, a week after returning to active duty, members of the 100th Division, the first division to be called in the Army's expansion program, was mobilized and reported to Fort Chaffee, Arkansas, to prepare for training; and

WHEREAS, within three weeks after reporting to Fort Chaffee, the 100th Division received its first trainees, and began schooling them in the art of infantry combat: and

WHEREAS, the 100th Division headquarters were in Louisville, Kentucky, and included units across the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the 100th Division returned home to Kentucky in August, 1962; and

WHEREAS, the combat training provided by the 100th Division was vital to the mission of the United States Army, and set records and standards matched by few other training divisions;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of pride in the accomplishments of the Kentucky based unit of the 100th Division (Training) of the U. S. Army Reserve.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the 100th Division.
