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AN ACT relating to out-of-state durable medical equipment providers.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 216B IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section, "durable medical equipment" has the same meaning as in KRS 139.472.

(2)
If a law, administrative regulation, judicial opinion, or executive order of another state requires providers of durable medical equipment with a principal place of business in Kentucky to maintain an office or place of business within that state, the cabinet shall by administrative regulation require that a provider of durable medical equipment with a principal place of business in that state maintain an office or place of business within Kentucky.

(3)
If the cabinet promulgates an administrative regulation to implement subsection (2) of this section, it shall not adopt an administrative regulation that is more stringent than the law, administrative regulation, judicial opinion, or executive order of the other state that requires providers of durable medical equipment with a principal place of business in Kentucky to maintain an office or place of business within that state.
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
