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A RESOLUTION honoring Wesley Tudor for being ranked as the number one cadet in the nation by the ROTC Order of Merit, and adjourning in his honor.

WHEREAS, Mr. Tudor's distinction has gone beyond the walls of Morehead State University and into the local community through his involvement in the Pi Kappa Phi fraternity, the Raider Company, the Beta Gamma Sigma International Business Honors Society, school and community intramurals, and outside employment; and

WHEREAS, each year the ROTC Order of Merit ranks cadets nationwide based on leadership, academic and physical skills, and Morehead State University's Wesley Tudor's exemplary performance in these categories has earned him the honor of being ranked as the number one cadet in the country;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the House of Representatives, both individually and collectively, do hereby recognize and honor Wesley Tudor for being ranked as the number one cadet in the nation by the ROTC Order of Merit.
