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AN ACT relating to consumer protection.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 367 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
For the first thirty (30) days following a motor vehicle accident, a person, as that term is defined in KRS 446.010, shall not directly solicit or knowingly permit another person to directly solicit an individual, or a relative of an individual, involved in a motor vehicle accident for the provision of any service related to a motor vehicle accident.

(2)
For the purpose of this section, "solicit" shall not include:

(a)
Advertising directed to the general public;

(b)
Communications by fire, police, or emergency medical personnel dispatched to a motor vehicle accident; and

(c)
Communications by an insurer as defined by KRS 304.1-040, an agent as defined by KRS 304.9-020, or an adjuster licensed pursuant to Subtitle 9 of KRS Chapter 304, as those terms are defined in KRS Chapter 304, or an employee of an insurer or agent.

(3)
A person who knowingly violates this section shall be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor.

(4)
In addition to the penalty provided in subsection (3) of this section:

(a)
A person licensed or certified by a regulating authority in Kentucky who violates this section may be sanctioned by the licensing or regulating authority;

(b)
Any charges owed by or on behalf of an individual involved in a motor vehicle accident for services rendered by or on or behalf of a person who violates this section shall be void; and

(c)
Any moneys paid by or on behalf of a victim of a motor vehicle accident for services rendered by or on behalf of a person who violates this section shall be forfeited and returned to the payor.

Section 2.   KRS 21A.310 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Notwithstanding KRS 21A.160, any person violating any provision of KRS 21A.300 shall, upon conviction, be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor.

(2)
The Kentucky Supreme Court may discipline any attorney who violates any provision of KRS 21A.300.

(3)
A penalty may be imposed on an attorney pursuant to subsection (1) of this section, subsection (2) of this section, or both subsections.

(4)
In addition to any penalties imposed pursuant to subsections (1) and (2) of this section, the penalties provided under subsection (4)(b) and (c) of Section 1 of this Act shall be imposed.
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
