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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Kentucky K-9 Search and Reunite Services.

WHEREAS, the mission of Kentucky K-9 Search and Reunite Services is to promote the utilization of scent-specific search dogs in locating missing persons and effecting justice for victims and their families. Behind the leadership of Jennifer Jordan Hall, and using the amazing talents of search dogs Scout and Remy, Kentucky K-9 Search and Reunite Services has brought closure to the lives of those families whose lives have been devastated because of missing loved ones; and

WHEREAS, Jennifer Jordan Hall is the Director of Kentucky K-9 Search and Reunite Services. A Louisville attorney, she moved to Louisville after law school in the 1990s. Her love of animals extends to her childhood, and she has used her passion and knowledge of dogs to create an atmosphere of both discipline and love within the division. A search dog handler since 2005, Jennifer Hall is a member of the Kentucky Bloodhound Search and Rescue Team, the Jefferson County Coroner's Cadaver Dog Team, the Jefferson County Public Schools Search Dog Team, and the North American Police Work Dog Association; and

WHEREAS, Scout, one of the two dogs under Jennifer Hall's direction, is a six-year-old Parson Russell Terrier who is 12 ½ inches tall and weighs 12 pounds. Scout performed so brilliantly during obedience school that she went on to become certified by the American Kennel Club as a Canine Good Citizen; she is also a certified search and rescue dog. Scout's partner, Remy, is a five-year-old Parson Russell Terrier. Scout and Remy have attended training sessions all over the United States, and both are members of the North American Police Work Dog Association; and

WHEREAS, this Honorable Body commends the work of Director Jennifer Hall and her loyal dogs in their ongoing efforts with the Kentucky K-9 Search and Reunite Services;

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
