A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Dr. Franklin Bernard Moosnick.

WHEREAS, Dr. Franklin Bernard Moosnick, a native of Poughkeepsie, New York, and longtime resident of Lexington, Fayette County, Kentucky, was born on February 28, 1917, to his loving parents, Rose and Jacob Lazarus Moosnick; he was the devoted husband of Marilyn Kilgus Moosnick with whom he entered into the bonds of matrimony on November 24, 1957; he was the loving father of Jeff, Greg, Mimi, and Ross, and he was the proud grandfather of five grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Franklin Bernard Moosnick graduated magna cum laude from Transylvania University in 1936, and he earned his medical degree from the College of Medicine at the University of Cincinnati, after which time he ably served his country with honor and distinction in the United States Army during World War II, as Chief of Medicine at the Royal Masonic Hospital in London, England, and in Korea as Chief of Medicine at the United States Army's 29th General Hospital, and from 1946-1970, he served as a consultant to the Veteran's Administration Hospital and the United States Public Health Hospital in Lexington; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Franklin Bernard Moosnick was an active and involved citizen, and an esteemed member of the Lexington-Fayette Urban County community where he practiced medicine until his retirement, and where he contributed countless hours of community service, and was actively involved in the Lexington Rotary Club, the Fayette County Medical Foundation, the Fayette County Chapter of the National Foundation for Infantile Paralysis/March of Dimes, the Lexington-Fayette Urban County Government Emergency Medical Services Committee, the National Conference of Christians and Jews, B'nai Brith, and Ohavay Zion Synagogue; and

WHEREAS, to mention only a few of his many awards, Dr. Franklin Bernard Moosnick was the recipient of a Laureate Award by the American College of Physicians in 1997, the Optimist Club Award of 1998, the Jack Trevey Award for Community Service by the Fayette County Medical Society, the Franklin B. Moosnick Service Award which was established and given in his honor by the Kentucky affiliate of the American Heart Association, the establishment in his honor of the Franklin B. Moosnick Lectureship in Judaic Studies by friends and colleagues at the Lexington Theological Seminary, and the Humanitarian Award from the National Conference of Christians and Jews, now the National Conference for Community and Justice; and

WHEREAS, when we reflect upon the contributions Dr. Franklin Bernard Moosnick gave to his community and to the Commonwealth of Kentucky, we are reminded that ethics and integrity played a large part toward his achievement as an outstanding physician and as an exemplary citizen, and his spearheading of meaningful projects should serve as an example to those who succeed him; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Moosnick was especially recognized for his participation in the Cardio-Pulmonary Resuscitation Program for Fayette County, his work with polio victims in "iron lungs" on the isolation unit at St. Joseph Hospital, his role as co-coordinator of the Lexington Polio Vaccination Program, and his founding of the Rotary Club's Worldview program; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Franklin Bernard Moosnick was an inspiration to all the lives he touched; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Franklin Bernard Moosnick traversed these earthly bounds on January 4, 2011, and his entire community joins his family and friends in mourning his loss;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the Senate, both individually and collectively, express their most sincere condolences to the family, friends, and community of Dr. Franklin Bernard Moosnick and send them their greatest sympathies.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in loving memory and honor of Dr. Franklin Bernard Moosnick.
