WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant Jordan B. Emrick graduated from Nashville Community High School in 2002; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant Jordan B. Emrick enlisted in the United States Marine Corps in 2002; he was assigned to the 1st Explosive Ordnance Disposal Company, 7th Engineer Support Battalion, 1st Marine Logistics Group, I Marine Expeditionary Force, Camp Pendleton, California, as an Explosive Ordnance Disposal Specialist; and he was on his third deployment overseas; and

Emrick is remembered by his family and friends as "energetic with an infectious smile . . . a jokester . . . a wonderful person and wonderful human being all around"; he received full military honors at the Trinity Cemetery in Hoyleton, Illinois; and his awards and decorations include the: Purple Heart, Combat Action Ribbon, National Defense Service Medal, Global War on Terrorism Service Medal, Sea Service Deployment Ribbon, Afghanistan Campaign Medal and Marine Corps Good Conduct Medal, Armed Forces Service Medal, NATO Medal, and Navy Unit Commendation; and 

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for Staff Sergeant Jordan B. Emrick and is deeply grateful for the ultimate sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans; and
