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A RESOLUTION honoring and joining in the celebration of the United Methodist Homes for Children and Youth in Versailles upon the occasion of its 140th anniversary and years of hope.

WHEREAS, the United Methodist Homes for Children and Youth in Versailles is a Christian service agency annually serving over 780 youth from all counties in Kentucky with histories of abuse, neglect, abandonment, or family trauma; and

WHEREAS, the United Methodist Homes for Children and Youth originally opened on March 18, 1871, as a home for widows and orphans of the Civil War; and

WHEREAS, the United Methodist Homes for Children and Youth became the first treatment home for children in Kentucky after the need for orphanages declined; and

WHEREAS, the lives of thousands of children have been changed for the better because of the treatment and care provided by the United Methodist Homes for Children and Youth at the Versailles and Owensboro campuses; and

WHEREAS, the United Methodist Homes for Children and Youth have diversified the services provided to children to include in-home monitoring, as the use of residential programs has lessened; and

WHEREAS, the compassion, professionalism, and dedication of the staff of the United Methodist Homes for Children and Youth to the well-being of children has contributed to its success and endurance; and

WHEREAS, the Methodist Church patrons have shown their commitment to and care for the children of Kentucky by their continued support of the United Methodist Homes for Children and Youth; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth is truly a better place for children because of the services, treatments, and hope provided by the United Methodist Homes for Children and Youth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
