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A RESOLUTION joining James L. Yates American Legion Post 9 on Veterans Boulevard in Owensboro in honoring the 92nd birthday of the first American Legion Post, which was established on March 7, 1919, in Washington, D.C.

WHEREAS, George Washington Post No. 1 has the historic distinction of being the original post of the American Legion. On March 7, 1919, in Washington, D.C., the first meeting took place at the assembly hall of the Cosmos Club, and just over one week later, on March 15, 1919, members of the American Expedition Force convened the first American Legion caucus in Paris, France. The mission statement of the first post was as ambitious as it was noble: to offer service to the many veterans of World War I. Soon Post No. 1 had grown to include 1,162 Americans, and the estimable organization known as the American Legion began its move toward the future; and 

WHEREAS, the American Legion has continued its service and community relations for all veterans. Both as a veterans advocacy group and as a nonpartisan, not-for-profit organization, the American Legion still provides necessary assistance to America's veterans and stands as a comforting light to all who have served this great country. Truly adhering to the Preamble of the American Legion Constitution, the organization has honorably and courageously served "for God and country" throughout the course of its 92 years; and 

WHEREAS, James L. Yates American Legion Post 9 on Veterans Boulevard in Owensboro, Kentucky, was established in 1935. The post provides invaluable service to its members, including hosting receptions for veterans when they return to the United States and establishing scholarship money for college students. James L. Yates American Legion Post 9 has duly celebrated the birthday of the American Legion, a celebration that this Honorable Body now rightfully joins;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives commends the American Legion, the James L. Yates Post on Veterans Boulevard in Owensboro, Kentucky, and joins the post's noted celebration of God and country on the 92nd birthday of the American Legion. 

Section 2.   The House of Representatives does hereby honor the American Legion and James L. Yates American Legion Post 9 on Veterans Boulevard in Owensboro, Kentucky.
