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On page 93, delete lines 4 through 17 and insert the following in lieu thereof:

"(5) Lancaster Center: Eastern Kentucky University (EKU) shall collaborate with Bluegrass Community and Technical College (BCTC) to offer a curriculum at the Lancaster Center, which permits students to fulfill EKU general education requirements within six semesters. At least 25 percent of the EKU courses shall be taught by the instructor on site. Offered courses from EKU shall be established or taught with 12 enrolled students or with fewer students at the discretion of EKU. EKU shall provide those courses which are not available from BCTC. EKU shall offer, at the Lancaster Center, upper division completer courses in sequence for at least the five largest major programs of study at the EKU Richmond campus. At least 25 percent of these courses shall be taught by the instructor on site. Offered courses shall be established or taught with ten enrolled students or with a number equivalent to the lowest number required for that course at the EKU Richmond campus; or with fewer students at the discretion of EKU. EKU shall maintain a full-time director and academic advisor for students at the Lancaster Center and shall make textbooks available on site."

SUMMARY: Amend language for the Lancaster Center to make it mandatory instead of permissive.
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
