MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  House Bill 373 requires internet publishing of certificates of delinquency thirty days prior to the first scheduled sale date and raises the advertising fees collected by county clerks from five dollars to six dollars per certificate of delinquency.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Section 1 amends KRS 134.128 to revise publication requirements for the sale of certificates of delinquency and to increase the advertising fee for county clerks from five dollars for each certificate of delinquency to six dollars for each certificate of delinquency.  Sections 2 and 3 amend KRS 424.130 and 134.122, respectively, to conform.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  Any fiscal impact will be at the local level; however, there is no anticipated fiscal impact to DOR.
