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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming several roads in Magoffin County.

WHEREAS, from time to time, the General Assembly has seen fit to naming various historic portions of state highways and erecting commemorative roadway signs; and

WHEREAS, Magoffin County is home to several historic roadways that date back to pioneer times, as well as roadways that played an important role during the Civil War; and

WHEREAS, the Magoffin County Fiscal Court has requested that the General Assembly honor the memory of these historic roadways;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to designate Kentucky Route 114 in Magoffin County, from the Floyd County line to its intersection with County Road 1888 and Kentucky Route 460 in Magoffin County, from its intersection with County Road 1888 to the Morgan County line, as the "Pound Gap/Mount Sterling Road" and erect the appropriate signage denoting this designation.

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to designate Kentucky Route 404 in Magoffin County, from the Floyd County border to its juncture with Kentucky Route 7 and Kentucky Route 7 in Magoffin County, from its juncture with Kentucky Route 404 to the Morgan County line, as the "Magoffin County Civil War Highway" and erect the appropriate signage denoting this designation.
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
