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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming the William "Bill" Johnson Overpass.

WHEREAS, William "Bill" Johnson moved from Adair County, Kentucky, to Louisville in the early 1950's and met Eddie Mingus, Joe Doebler, Joe Fritsch, Clarence Clark, and other union organizers; and

WHEREAS, they worked to help organize Indiana Farm Bureau and Goldproof, as well as other flour mills and plants; and

WHEREAS, William "Bill" Johnson served as Vice President of Grain Millers Local 33; and

WHEREAS, William "Bill" Johnson was Chief Steward for Local 33 at the Indiana Farm Bureau for over 30 years; and

WHEREAS, William "Bill" Johnson was a delegate to the Greater Louisville Central Labor Council throughout his working years at Indiana Farm Bureau; and

WHEREAS, after his retirement from Indiana Farm Bureau, William "Bill" Johnson continues to represent the Bakery, Confectionery, Tobacco Workers, and Grain Millers (BCTGM) Local 33G on the Greater Louisville Central Labor Council and serves on their board; and

WHEREAS, William "Bill" Johnson is the Legislative District Leader (LDL) for his legislative district and he is labor liaison to the Louisville Jefferson County Democratic Party; and

WHEREAS, William "Bill" Johnson says that the work he does to help working people is just too important and too necessary and he inspires others to do more; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.
The Transportation Cabinet shall designate the Interstate 264 overpass at 34th Street in Jefferson County as the "William 'Bill' Johnson Overpass" and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs identifying this overpass as the "William 'Bill' Johnson Overpass."
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
