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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of our friend and former colleague, Representative William Keith "Bill" Henry.

WHEREAS, Representative William Keith "Bill" Henry was born on September 15, 1916, to the late Dudley Davis and Alice Sublett Henry. A native of Scott County, Representative Henry graduated from Garth High School and Georgetown College, where he was a member of Pi Kappa Alpha fraternity. During World War II, he served in the United States Army overseas. Representative Henry was a past commander of the American Legion Post 24; and

WHEREAS, Representative Henry came back to Scott County following his military service and began farming, buying and developing property, and building houses. He served as a life time director and as a past president of the Scott County Farm Bureau and was a member of the Georgetown/Scott County Chamber of Commerce. He was honored when he received the Scott County Farm-City Pioneer Businessman Award. Additionally, he was inducted into the Scott County Schools Hall of Fame; and

WHEREAS, Representative Henry was a community leader who gave back to his community joyously. He was a member of the Independent Order of Odd Fellows and served as the Noble Grand of the Golden Rule Lodge. Likewise, he was active in the Georgetown Rotary Club where he served as President and as Governor of District 6740. He maintained perfect attendance for 60 years. In 2010, the Georgetown Rotary Club named him an Honorary Member. Furthermore, the club's Outstanding Rotarian of the Year Award is named in his honor; and

WHEREAS, Representative Henry was a member of the Captain Charles Scott Chapter of the National Society, Sons of the American Revolution. He received the SAR Distinguished Service Award; and

WHEREAS, Representative Henry was a loving and devoted family man. He married his beloved wife, Sarah Tabb Henry. They had one cherished daughter, Mary Keith Henry who married Eugie Mintu.  Representative Henry and his wife, Sara, were blessed with three adorable grandchildren, Maya, Amelia, and Sophia Mintu. Representative Henry was preceded in death by his sister, Carrie Davis Nutter Barnes; his brother, John Lewis Henry; and two wonderful nephews, James C. Nutter and William "Rock" Nutter; and

WHEREAS, Representative Henry had many interests and past times. He particularly enjoyed travelling, swimming and attending the University of Kentucky Wildcats sporting events; and

WHEREAS, Representative Henry was a member of the Democratic Party all of his life. In fact, he chaired the Scott County Democratic Party for 12 years and was later inducted into the Scott County Democratic Party Hall of Fame; and

WHEREAS, Representative Henry represented Scott and Harrison Counties in the Kentucky House of Representatives serving the people of House District 56 in 1950, 1952, 1958 and 1960 and serving the people of House District 62 in 1966 and 1968. He served six terms in the Kentucky House of Representatives and was devoted to serving Kentucky and his constituents; and

WHEREAS, Representative Henry was a faithful member and an elder in the First Presbyterian Church in Georgetown, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, this Honorable Body was saddened to learn of the passing of Representative Henry on April 7, 2012, at the age of 95 years old, and joins his family, friends, and community in mourning his loss;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the House of Representatives, both individually and collectively, express their heartfelt sense of sorrow and their condolences to the family, friends, and community of Representative Henry.
