SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Create a new section of KRS Chapter 530 to create the crime of endangering the welfare of a minor in the first degree for failing to report a missing child; amend KRS 530.060 to change the name of endangering the welfare of a minor to endangering the welfare of a minor in the second degree; amend KRS 600.020, relating to definitions for the juvenile code to add a definition of "delinquent child"; amend KRS 620.030, relating to child abuse reports, to require the cabinet to investigate each report; amend KRS 620.040, relating to child abuse reports, to recognize as actionable reports alleging abuse by "any other person" in addition to named persons; create a new section of KRS Chapter 189A to create the crime of operating a motor vehicle while under the influence with a child under 18 in the vehicle; name Section 1 of this Act "Caylee's Law".

STATE IMPACT: Class A, B & C felonies are based on an average daily prison rate of $60.02. Upon sentencing, most Class D felons are housed in one of 79 full service jails for up to five years. Certain Class C felons may be housed in full service jails for up to ten years if there are no available prison beds. The Department of Corrections’ cost to incarcerate a felony inmate in a jail is $34.91 per day. Note: projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years (rounded).

 Section 1 Creates a new crime of endangering the welfare of a minor in the first degree for failing to report the child missing within one hour of the discovery, which is is a Class D felony; Section 6 creates a new crime of operating a motor vehicle while under the influence with a child under eighteen (18) years of age in the vehicle at the time, which is a Class D for second or subsequent offense. While there is no way to determine how many new Class D felons these provision would generate, the department estimates that the potential exists for the impact on prison population to be moderate.

LOCAL IMPACT: Local governments are responsible for the cost of incarcerating individuals charged with Class A or Class B misdemeanors and housing those charged with felony offenses until disposition of the case. While the expense of housing inmates varies by jail, the state’s cost to incarcerate a felony inmate in a jail is $34.91 per day. Note: projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years (rounded).
