SUBJECT: AN ACT relating to drugs.
SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Amend KRS 217.015 to include drugs containing non-liquid ephedrine, pseudoephedrine, or phenylpropanolamine within the definition of a legend drug; amend KRS 217.182 to limit the amount of ephedrine-based, pseudoephedrine-based, or phenylpropanolamine-based legend drugs available without a prescription to 15 grams per year and 3.6 grams per month; amend KRS 218A.1446 to require the use of the electronic sales logging system, to require the system to block sales to certain purchasers, and to require annual statistical reporting; create a new section of KRS Chapter 218A to prohibit sales of ephedrine-based products to certain drug offenders. SFA (4, J. Rhoads) - Amend to increase the allowable dispensing limits where there is no prescription to 24 grams per year and 7.2 grams per month and to allow those limits to be exceeded by prescription

STATE IMPACT: Class A, B & C felonies are based on an average daily prison rate of $60.02. Upon sentencing, most Class D felons are housed in one of 79 full service jails for up to five years. Certain Class C felons may be housed in full service jails for up to ten years if there are no available state prison beds. The Department of Corrections reimburses the jails at a daily rate of $34.91. Note: projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years (rounded).

 This bill is expected to reduce the number of methamphetamine-related felonies by limiting the availability of the one essential ingredient required to make the drug. DOC currently houses 1,181individuals incarcerated on meth-related charges, ranging from Class D through Class A. Based on an average daily cost of $34.91 per Class D inmate and $60.02 for all other classes, this group costs the Commonwealth more than $65,000 per day, which translates to more than $23M per year. A 50% reduction in these crimes could save the department nearly $12M per year.

LOCAL IMPACT: Local governments are responsible for the cost of incarcerating individuals charged with Class A or Class B misdemeanors and housing those charged with felony offenses until disposition of the case. While the expense of housing inmates may vary by jail, the state reimbursement is $34.91 per inmate. Note: projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years (rounded).

 Section 1 Expands the definition of "legend drug" as indicated above, thus expanding the scope of the Class A misdemeanor relating to its distribution and trafficking and the Class B misdemeanor for illegal possession. This bill is expected to significantly curtail the more serious offenses related to manufacturing, trafficking and possession of methamphetamine
