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A RESOLUTION recognizing February 26 through March 3, 2012, as National Eating Disorders Awareness Week and honoring the National Eating Disorders Association.

WHEREAS, eating disorders are serious conditions that are potentially life-threatening and have a great impact on both a person's physical and emotional health; and

WHEREAS, the National Eating Disorders Association works to give support to those dealing with eating disorders and to provide awareness to all citizens to prevent more instances of eating disorders from occurring; and

WHEREAS, nearly ten million females and one million males are fighting eating disorders such as anorexia and bulimia, with millions more struggling with binge eating disorders; and 

WHEREAS, many more cases go unreported because individuals do not recognize signs and symptoms due to the lack of awareness; and 

WHEREAS, studies show that at least 13 percent of Kentucky girls in grades five through eight and 18 percent of Kentucky girls in grades nine through 12 suffer from some type of eating disorder; and

WHEREAS, the Senate commends the National Eating Disorders Association for bringing awareness about eating disorders to all citizens, and further commends health and mental health care providers who treat individuals battling these disorders;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate hereby recognizes February 26 through March 3, 2012, as National Eating Disorders Awareness Week.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the National Eating Disorders Association and in recognition of February 26 through March 3, 2012, as National Eating Disorders Awareness Week.
