Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 485 GA creates a new section of KRS Chapter 446 to provide that the Kentucky Revised Statutes shall no longer utilize the terms “mental retardation” or “mentally retarded” but shall instead use terms such as “intellectual disability” or “individuals with an intellectual disability.”  Various sections of the statutes are amended to comply.
HB 485 GA also requires a state or local governmental agency to change its name if the name includes terms like “mental retardation” or the abbreviation “MR.” 
Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 485 GA on local government is expected to be nil.  No local government agencies were identified that would be required to change their name.  

Publicly-funded services for intellectually disabled persons in Kentucky are provided through 14 regional centers which are not local government agencies. These centers are private, nonprofit organizations established under KRS Chapter 210. All but two of these 14 regional centers have already removed the term “mental retardation” from their name.  Local government representatives are on the Pennyroyal Mental Health-Mental Retardation Board and the Bluegrass Regional Mental Health-Mental Retardation Board.  These nonprofit organizations would be required to make this change under the provisions of HB 485 GA.  The cost to comply would involve changing signage and letterhead, but this is not a cost to local government.
