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A JOINT RESOLUTION honoring the life and memory of Walter "Peg" Combs by designating a portion of Kentucky Route 1098 as the "Walter 'Peg' Combs Memorial Highway."

WHEREAS, Walter "Peg" Combs was born on October 15, 1935, in Knott County to the late Kell and Ethel Hall Combs; and

WHEREAS, Walter "Peg" Combs went on to marry Dean Conley Combs and together they had six children: Cecil, Phillip, David, Danny, Charles and Charlotte, all of Leburn, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Walter "Peg" Combs was the owner of Combs Wrecker Services and a member of Hindman Masonic lodge #689; and

WHEREAS, Walter "Peg" Combs was also an Eastern Kentucky dirt track racing legend, who raced from 1966-1986, winning numerous events; and

WHEREAS, Walter "Peg" Combs was a fan favorite and a respectable, but feared opponent; and

WHEREAS, on Monday, November 14, 2011, Walter "Peg" Combs traversed these earthly bounds, leaving behind many family members and friends who loved him dearly; and

WHEREAS, Walter "Peg" Combs was survived by four sons: Cecil (Mia) Combs, Phillip Combs, David (Pam) Combs and Danny (April) Combs all of Leburn, Kentucky; one daughter: Charlotte (Butch) Hayes of Leburn, Kentucky; granddaughter: Andrea (Ryan) Watts; great grandson: Cole Marshall Watts; three brothers: French Combs, Orville Ray Combs, and Robert Combs all of Ohio; three sisters: Edith Shick of Pennsylvania, Shirley Combs of Ohio, and Judy Hensley of New Mexico; and a host of nieces, nephews, family, and friends; and

WHEREAS, Walter "Peg" Combs was preceded in death by one son: Charles Combs and two brothers: Edwin and Carlos Combs; and

WHEREAS, a portion of Kentucky Route 1098 will now serve as a constant reminder of the life, memory, and achievements of Walter "Peg" Combs;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to designate Kentucky Route 1098 in Knott County, between Kentucky Route 550 and Fox Run Road as the "Walter 'Peg' Combs Memorial Highway." The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs denoting this designation.
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
