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A RESOLUTION urging corporate railroad officials to require the maintenance of all railroad crossings located in the Commonwealth.

WHEREAS, railroads are a vital part of the Commonwealth's transportation infrastructure; and

WHEREAS, currently, there is a large number of railroad crossings in the Commonwealth that are in a state of disrepair; and

WHEREAS, the current condition of these railroad crossings has created a potential road hazard for drivers; and

WHEREAS, there have been a number of drivers who have damaged their vehicles as a result of unmaintained railroad crossings; and

WHEREAS, previous attempts to correct the issue have gone unanswered;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the House of Representatives urge corporate railroad officials to require the maintenance of all railroad crossings located in the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives is directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to the Kentucky State Rail Association in care of Tony Reck, 1500 Kentucky Avenue, Paducah, Kentucky 42003, to be distributed to every active rail company in Kentucky.
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
