Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
SB 178 SCS proposes to amend the Kentucky Constitution to require a candidate running for the office of county surveyor to provide proof to the county clerk that he is a licensed professional land surveyor when filing his or her candidacy papers.
The Senate Committee Substitute retains the original provisions of the bill, and adds the wording of the Constitutional question that would appear on the ballot.
Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of SB 178 SCS requiring a constitutional amendment question to be placed on the election ballot is estimated to be minimal, and the fiscal impact of requiring the county clerk to check to be sure that a candidate for county surveyor is a licensed professional land surveyor is nil to minimal.  The fiscal impact of the Senate Committee Substitute remains the same.
According to Harp Enterprises, a vendor that provides electronic voting machines to 97 Kentucky counties, there is some additional programming cost to add a constitutional amendment question on a ballot.  For example, the cost to add a constitutional amendment to the ballot for Franklin County, with 44 precincts, is estimated to be between $1,250 and $2,000.

County clerks routinely check candidacy papers, and adding the duty of checking for compliance with these new requirements would not be difficult or time consuming.
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
