WHEREAS, Paige Wilson is an accomplished young woman and her numerous academic and extracurricular achievements leading into this competition include: All-State Concert Band-Fourth Chair Flute, 2011 Governor's Scholar, 2010 All-State Flute Competition-First Place, Kentucky Educational Excellence Scholarship, Squires Academy Science Award, All-State Concert Band-Eighteenth Chair Flute, All-State District Symphonic Band-Third Chair Flute; Most Outstanding Freshman and Sophomore, Academic Team State Finalist, and Work Ethic Seal. She is also a member of the Marion County Marching Knight Band, Marion County Concert Band, Marion County Pep Band, Marion County Girls Tennis Team, Lebanon Baptist Church Youth Group and Youth Choir, Marion County Academic Team, and Marion County Teen Leadership;
