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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Jim Tuman for his work with Jimmy's Kids.

WHEREAS, Jim Tuman, an internationally known and regarded sociologist, educator, and media personality, founded Jimmy's Kids in 1989; and

WHEREAS, Jimmy's Kids is an organization to help Detroit's "forgotten" children who are indigent, physically, or emotionally impaired, and in some cases, parentless; and

WHEREAS, Jimmy's Kids provides gifts, toys, clothing, and more to thousands of these "forgotten" children on Christmas Day. Mr. Tuman works with many people of traditionally conflicting religious backgrounds to accomplish this feat by encouraging them to set aside ideological differences in the spirit of giving and the holiday season; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Tuman created the Christmas Morning Program as an extension of Jimmy's Kids to provide gifts and food unannounced to nearly 400 southwest Detroit families on the morning of December 25; and

WHEREAS, Jimmy's Kids is involved with many other programs, including battered women's shelters and disaster relief; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate commends Jim Tuman for his charitable work with Jimmy's Kids.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Jim Tuman.
