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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory of Gladys Evelyn Evans McCartney.

WHEREAS, Gladys Evelyn Evans McCartney was born on August 12, 1917, in Red Wine, Kentucky, as the fourth child of Drew and Lucy Evans, and traversed these earthly bounds on January 28, 2012; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. McCartney attended Ohio State University, receiving her bachelor's degree in social work. She worked tirelessly in eastern Kentucky in her field, sometimes riding a mule to reach those in need. She continued her education in Cleveland, Ohio, at Case Western Reserve, earning a master's degree in social work; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. McCartney was later employed by the American Red Cross in the emergency services division, traveling the country assisting disaster stricken communities; and 

WHEREAS, Mrs. McCartney reentered the workforce in 1964 as the regional manager for the Kentucky Department of Human Resources.  She eventually became the first woman to serve as an area director for the Kentucky Department of Human Resources, a position she held until retirement; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. McCartney made history preservation her passion, taking pride in the accomplishment of having the McCartney home registered on the Kentucky Historical Register. She opened her home for historical tours, as it was featured in illustrations in the children's book, Home Grown House. She also purchased a cottage at Park Lake, which became her "favorite place." She spearheaded the task of having the lake designated as a Kentucky Landmark by the Kentucky Heritage Commission; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. McCartney was a published author, writing two books. Her first book, Park Lake through the Years in 1997, recounted the history of Park Lake. The second was Stained Glass Windows, a book on the history of the stained glass windows of the church she attended, Flemingsburg Christian Church; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. McCartney was preceded in death by her loving husband, Howard McCartney in 1964; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. McCartney was the loving mother of four children: Frank McCartney, Sidney Jane Day, Eldon McCartney, and Dent McCartney; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. McCartney was the loving grandmother of eight grandchildren and the great-grandmother of one great-grandchild; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. McCartney befriended two young people and considered them her children, Goldie Graham and Donna Everman; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives expresses its deep sense of sorrow upon the passing of Gladys Evelyn Evans McCartney, and extends to her family, friends, and community its sincerest condolences.
