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A RESOLUTION adjourning in honor and loving memory of Dr. Duane Newton Tweeddale.

WHEREAS, on August 23, 1924, Duane Newton Tweeddale was born to Duane and Florence Tweeddale in San Francisco, California; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Tweeddale served his country as a naval officer in the United States Naval Reserve during World War II. Upon his return home, he pursued excellence in higher education by attaining a degree in zoology from the University of California at Berkeley, a degree in medicine from the University of South Dakota, and finally a doctorate in medicine from Creighton University; and

WHEREAS, in addition to his academic accolades, Dr. Tweeddale obtained specialty board certification from the American Board of Pathology in anatomic pathology and in clinical pathology and was licensed to practice medicine in Texas, Louisiana, Ohio, Missouri, Nebraska, and Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Tweeddale enjoyed an accomplished and impressive career during which he practiced medicine at a variety of clinics and hospitals throughout the country, taught medicine at a number of higher education institutions, including the University of Kentucky's College of Medicine and most recently as Chair of the Department of Anatomy and professor of pathology at Ross University, and wrote several books pertaining to cancer research; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Tweeddale departed this earthly life on February 11, 2012, at the age of 87, leaving behind a grieving family and community that will always remember the values and ideals for which he lived; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Tweeddale is preceded in death by his parents, Duane and Florence Tweeddale of San Francisco, California. He is survived by his three beloved children, David Tweeddale and his wife Susan of Arkansas, Lisa Tweeddale of Wilmore, Kentucky, and Carol Buford and her husband the Senator from Jessamine, seven precious grandchildren, and five treasured great-grandchildren;
