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A RESOLUTION honoring Kentucky Youth Advocates and adjourning in honor of Children's Advocacy Day, February 16, 2012.

WHEREAS, Kentucky Youth Advocates was established in 2004; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky Youth Advocates is the independent voice of Kentucky's children and works with the General Assembly, the community, and the media on behalf of the youth of the Commonwealth; and 

WHEREAS, Kentucky Youth Advocates works with some 112 other nonprofit organizations to advance the Blueprint for Kentucky's Children, a six year plan to improve child well-being in Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the Blueprint for Kentucky's Children calls on the Commonwealth to make Kentucky the best place in America to be young, through safe and healthy families, a fair opportunity for every child, and a fair deal for working families; and

WHEREAS, TRUE UP YOUTH was established by Louisville Business leader, Frank Harshaw; and

WHEREAS, TRUE UP YOUTH is an initiative in which foster care youth and foster care alumni are joining together to advocate for reform in the child welfare system; and

WHEREAS, giving voice to young people through TRUE UP represents a powerful idea and one that reminds us all that Kentucky’s children are the Commonwealth’s real signature industry;

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
