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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of Arlie Scott.

WHEREAS, Arlie Scott, of Murray, Kentucky, was born on December 1, 1919, in Webster County, the son of John James Scott and Nancy Elizabeth Holmes Scott; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Scott's long life included valorous service in the Army in World War II, 35 years of uninterrupted service as an agriculture professor at Murray State University, and involvement in many civic and academic organizations; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Scott grew up on a livestock farm and graduated from Onton (Kentucky) High School in 1938; and

WHEREAS, after graduating from high school, Mr. Scott joined the Army in October 1940, marking the beginning of five years of military service to this country; and

WHEREAS, during the North African Campaign in December 1942, Mr. Scott was wounded in combat and taken prisoner by German forces. After spending over two years as a prisoner of war, Mr. Scott was liberated by Russian forces. He left the Army in August 1945, earning the Purple Heart for his service; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Scott enrolled at the University of Kentucky in September 1945, earning a Master of Science degree in the spring of 1949; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Scott joined the faculty of Murray State University as an animal science and agriculture English instructor in the fall of 1949, marking the beginning of a 35-year uninterrupted teaching career that ended with his retirement in June 1984; and

WHEREAS, Arlie Scott was active in many community endeavors, including service on the state and local United Way boards, serving on 4-H and agricultural extension councils, service with the University of Kentucky and Murray State University agriculture alumni associations, and involvement in Kiwanis International; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Scott was active in state and multi-state livestock judging and was recognized as a certified meat and animal livestock judge for cattle, sheep, and hog competitions. Mr. Scott served on the Department of Agriculture's Livestock Advisory Council; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Scott received numerous awards throughout the years recognizing his contributions to civic and academic organizations; and

WHEREAS, Arlie Scott was a member of the First Baptist Church of Murray and served as past president of his Sunday school class; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Scott is survived by two daughters, Jayne Katherine Powell, Rancho Mirage, California, and Carolyn Elizabeth Pitt, Benton, Kentucky, three grandchildren and two great-grandchildren. Mr. Scott was preceded in death by his wife, Jayne Maxine Price Scott; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Scott departed this earthly life on February 10, 2012, at Lourdes Hospital in Paducah, and an entire community joins his family and friends in celebrating his extraordinary life;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its most profound sense of sorrow to the family and friends of Arlie Scott during the time of his passing.
