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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Emory Allen "E. A." Couch.

WHEREAS, Emory Allen "E. A." Couch was a member of the 1956 Carr Creek High School State Championship basketball team; and

WHEREAS, E. A. Couch, known as a fine shooter with great vision on the floor was the hero of Carr Creeks' first round victory over Central City, when he hit two free throws at the end of regulation to send the game into overtime; and

WHEREAS, teammate Jim Calhoun, who would later become Couch's brother-in-law, said of that game years later, "I was always so thankful it was E. A. at the free throw line and not me"; and

WHEREAS, after graduation, E. A. Couch played for two season under the legendary Adolph Rupp at the University of Kentucky; he later transferred to the University of Dayton, where he graduated in 1962 with a degree in business administration; and

WHEREAS, E. A. Couch worked for the Ford Motor Company for 15 years in Ohio, then returned to Kentucky and held a series of jobs, including positions with CDL Coal, American Standard, and the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, E. A. Couch left these earthly bounds February 29, 2012, leaving behind a void which cannot be filled; and

WHEREAS, E. A. Couch is survived by his high school sweetheart and loving wife of many years, the former Janie Calhoun, two sons, Joey, a former All-SEC defensive lineman at the University of Kentucky, and David, a West Point graduate who currently works for the Kentucky Department of Education, five siblings, six grandchildren, and many beloved nieces and nephews; and

WHEREAS, although the passing of E.A. Couch has filled his family, friends, and community with a sense of deep sorrow, comfort should be taken in knowing that a life well lived has an impact measured not in time, but in the hearts and memories of those left behind;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
