Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 119 GA is entitled the “Kentucky Buy American Act.” It establishes a preference for local governments to use American made products, steel and iron in the construction or maintenance of a public building or public work.  Under the bill, local governments are required to use American made products, steel and iron in public construction unless the head of the governmental body in charge of the project issues a waiver.     

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 119 GA on local governments is indeterminable.  The bill is expected to increase contracting costs in the short term.  It is unknown how much contract costs will increase.  It is also unknown whether the bill’s procurement requirements, in the long term, will create American or Kentucky manufacturing jobs.  Additional Kentucky manufacturing jobs would create tax revenue for local governments.  
HB 119 GA is expected to increase contracting costs because it requires the identification of the country of origin for any iron, steel or manufactured goods used in a project.  Currently, projects are bid based on the cost of the iron, steel, manufactured goods and labor involved.  The bill’s American made requirement will, at a minimum, add the cost of identifying the country of origin for all iron, steel and manufactured goods used in a project.  The bill may also increase contract costs if American made goods are difficult to obtain or more expensive than foreign made goods.  HB 119 GA permits the head of a governmental body to issue a waiver from the requirement that iron, steel or manufactured goods used in a construction project come from the United States when obtaining them would “unreasonably” increase contract costs.
