Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 157 would amend KRS Chapter 67C.119 to use the small purchasing levels established in KRS Chapter 45A.385.  The Louisville/Jefferson County Metro Government (Metro Government) currently has a limit of $10,000 while KRS 45A.385 has an upper limit of $20,000.  Conforming changes are made to the statutes as well.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact on Metro Government is expected to be a moderate savings.  The extent of the savings would be a function of the number of purchases that would be conducted at the higher limit and the savings related to time savings, manpower savings, administrative costs, advertising, or related activities.
