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AN ACT relating to rock quarries.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 350 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section, "rock quarry" means an operation that engages in strip mining or in the removal of minerals, ores, or other solid matter which may include limestone, dolomite, sand and gravel, clay, fluorspar, and other vein minerals by dredging or extracting from any waterway.

No person that operates a rock quarry shall commence activities before obtaining a permit from the cabinet. 

(3)
No permit shall be required for an owner of a rock quarry who is using the rock removed from his or her own private farm lands solely for farm purposes at another location on those same private farm lands regardless of whether the relocation of the rock from the excavated site results in crossing a public road.
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
