Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 268 amends KRS 16.220 which pertains to the public auction of confiscated firearms.  Of particular importance to local governments is Section 1, Subsection (7) which prohibits the Department of the Kentucky State Police (KSP) from auctioning semiautomatic assault rifles to the public.  Instead, the bill permits the KSP to donate the semiautomatic assault rifles to other state or local law enforcement agencies.   

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 268 on local government is expected to be minimal.



KRS 16.220(1)(c) requires that a portion of the proceeds from the auction of semiautomatic assault rifles go to the Kentucky Office of Homeland Security for use as grants to local governments for the purchase of certain public safety equipment.  Under current law, 80% of the auction proceeds are used for the grants while the other 20% is retained by KSP.  In FY 2011, the Kentucky Office of Homeland Security issued $358,664 in auction proceeds to law enforcement agencies.  In FY 2012, that number was $450,352.  It is unknown how much of that money came from the sale of “semiautomatic assault rifles.”  
HB 268 eliminates the auction of semiautomatic assault rifles as a source of those grant proceeds.  On the one hand, local governments will lose opportunities for grant money by prohibiting the auction of semiautomatic assault rifles.  On the other hand, HB 268 provides local governments with an opportunity to save money on the purchase of weapons.  Instead of participating in a required auction process, KSP must transfer a semiautomatic assault rifle to an interested law enforcement agency after providing notice to all state and local law enforcement agencies.
