Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 390 HCS retains the original provisions of the bill, except it expands the urban-county government civil service’s veterans hiring preference to include veterans who served during the Persian Gulf War, Operation Iraqi Freedom, and Operation Enduring Freedom.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 390 HCS is expected to be minimal. Lexington-Fayette Urban County Government officials indicated that they already have staff in-place who review and score incoming applications. HB 390 HCS would only require them to modify how they score the application of certain veterans.  
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
