Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 68 allows a registered voter or the voter’s spouse to apply for an absentee ballot in the case of an injury, illness, or other disabling condition within 14 days of an election.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 68 on Kentucky County Clerks is expected to be moderate in the case of smaller counties, and potentially significant in the case of larger counties.
Although it is impossible to predict how many additional voters will take advantage of the provisions of HB 68 and apply for an absentee ballot, the Kentucky County Clerks Elections Committee believes that additional personnel may be necessary to process the increased number of absentee ballot applications.  Additionally, more paper ballots may need to be printed, at an estimated cost of $1.00 per paper ballot.  The impact could be moderate to significant as stated above.
