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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating Kentucky Route 15/South Bypass in Breathitt County as the "Representative Teddy Edmonds Highway."

WHEREAS, retired educator and former State Representative Teddy Edmonds was born on September 30, 1943; and

WHEREAS, the desire to become an educator led Teddy Edmonds to obtain a B.S. and a M.A. in Education Administration from Eastern Kentucky University, as well as a Ph.D. in Education Administration from Union Graduate School; and

WHEREAS, in 2002, the constituents of the 91st House District elected Teddy Edmonds to serve as their State Representative, a position he held until 2012; and

WHEREAS, during his service with the General Assembly, Teddy Edmonds served as Vice Chair of the House Standing Committee on Education and the House Standing Committee on Economic Development, and Co-Chair of both the Education Assessment and Accountability Review Subcommittee and the Subcommittee on Elementary and Secondary Education; and

WHEREAS, Teddy Edmonds was also a member of the House Standing Committees on Banking and Insurance, Local Government, and Tourism Development and Energy, as well as a member of the Task Force on Economic Development; and 

WHEREAS, Teddy Edmonds was a notable champion of Bluegrass culture. During his time with the General Assembly, he sponsored a bill that designated bluegrass music as the official state music of Kentucky and a bill that designated clogging as the official dance of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Teddy Edmonds kept his constituents informed on the latest happenings at the Capitol during legislative sessions and the interim with his column "Ted's Frankfort Report"; and

WHEREAS, a quiet man, Teddy Edmond's service to the General Assembly and the people of the Commonwealth was enhanced by his gentle demeanor, grace, and good humor in the face of the controversies of the day; and

WHEREAS, in addition to his public service, Teddy Edmonds is a sitting member on the University of Kentucky Extension Board of Directors and the Nin Henson Home Board of Directors, and a member of Gideons International and the Breathitt County Fish and Game Club; and

WHEREAS, the abiding respect and admiration that Representative Teddy Edmonds earned through his diligent service to the people of the 91st District will not be forgotten, and should be memorialized in some tangible way; and

WHEREAS, the General Assembly, both collectively and individually, salute the career and service of Former State Representative Teddy Edmonds by designating Kentucky Route 15/South Bypass in Breathitt County in his honor;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to designate Kentucky Route 15/South Bypass in Breathitt County as the "Representative Teddy Edmonds Highway," and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect the appropriate signage.
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
