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A RESOLUTION supporting Honor and Remember, Inc., and their effort to adopt the Honor and Remember Flag as a symbol honoring all fallen members of the United States Armed Forces and urging the United States Congress to adopt this flag as a national symbol of remembrance.

WHEREAS, since the Revolutionary War, more than one million members of the United States Armed Forces have made the ultimate sacrifice in wars and conflicts by giving their lives in the line of duty to preserve our lives, our liberties, and our pursuits of happiness, and countless others have made less drastic sacrifices to preserve those same inalienable rights; and

WHEREAS, Honor and Remember, Inc., has made it their mission to create, establish, and promote a nationally recognized flag that would fly continuously as a visible reminder to all Americans of the lives lost in defense of our national freedoms; and

WHEREAS, the Honor and Remember Flag’s design is distinctive yet simple. Each detail on the flag symbolizes an important part of the overall meaning of the flag's message. The flag's red field represents the brave service members who sacrificed their lives for freedom. The flag’s blue star is a symbol of active service in military conflict. The flag's gold star signifies the ultimate sacrifice of a warrior in active service who will not return home. The flag’s white border recognizes the purity of sacrifice. The folded flag element highlights this nation’s final tribute to a fallen serviceperson and a family’s sacrifice. The flag’s flame symbolizes the eternal spirit of the departed; and 

WHEREAS, the Honor and Remember Flag commemorates all individuals from all wars or conflicts involving the United States who died while serving our country, not only those killed in action, but all who have died while serving their term of duty, and their families; and

WHEREAS, in a future regular session of the Kentucky General Assembly, the House of Representatives should consider legislation to adopt the Honor and Remember Flag as the Commonwealth's official symbol of remembrance, joining the 14 states that have already done so, and designate that it be flown at times and events throughout the year in honor of those who have lost their lives in defense of our national freedoms;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives supports Honor and Remember, Inc., and their effort to adopt the Honor and Remember Flag as a symbol honoring all fallen members of the United States Armed Forces and urges the United States Congress to adopt this flag as a national symbol of remembrance.
