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A RESOLUTION relating to school safety.

WHEREAS, every student should have access to a safe, secure, and orderly school that is conducive to learning; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Board of Education promulgates administrative regulations relating to school safety, student discipline, and related matters; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Center for School Safety serves as the Commonwealth's central point for data analysis, research, and dissemination of information about successful school safety programs, research results, and new programs identified from across the nation; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Board of Education collaborates closely with the Kentucky Center for School Safety to provide technical assistance for safe schools; and

WHEREAS, each local school is required to assess school safety and student discipline, and each local board of education is required to adopt a plan for immediate and long-term strategies to address school safety and discipline; and

WHEREAS, the safety of schools and students has become a paramount concern across the Commonwealth and the nation;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body encourages every school in the Commonwealth of Kentucky to have a safety assessment performed every five years by the Kentucky Center for School Safety.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives is directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to Dr. Terry Holliday, Commissioner of Education, and to Mr. Jon Akers, Director of the Kentucky Center for School Safety.
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
