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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating one of the new bridges on Kentucky Route 122 at Hi Hat in Floyd County as the 'Doris B. Osborne "Teacher" Memorial Bridge.'

WHEREAS, Doris B. Osborne was the wife of Denver Osborne and the mother of three daughters: Debbie, Donna, and Denise; and

WHEREAS, Doris B. Osborne spent most of her life as an educator, teaching over 30 years at Wheelwright High School; and

WHEREAS, Doris B. Osborne touched the lives and molded the minds of many children, many of whom are now leaders in society; and

WHEREAS, Doris B. Osborne departed these earthly bounds on Saturday, August 21, 1999 in a traffic accident at the location of the bridge to be named in her honor; and

WHEREAS, the designation of this bridge will serve as a constant reminder of the life, achievements, dedication, and memory of Doris B. Osborne;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to designate one of the new bridges (upper to Wheelwright) on Kentucky Route 122 at Hi Hat in Floyd County as the 'Doris B. Osborne "Teacher" Memorial Bridge' and shall within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution erect the appropriate signage.
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
