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A RESOLUTION honoring the Carol Martin Gatton Academy of Mathematics and Science in Kentucky.

WHEREAS, the Carol Martin Gatton Academy of Mathematics and Science in Kentucky opened in 2007 on the campus of Western Kentucky University in Bowling Green; and

WHEREAS, the Gatton Academy is the only state-supported public residential high school in Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the Gatton Academy is attended by high-school juniors and seniors who have demonstrated a desire to pursue advanced careers in science, technology, engineering, and mathematics; and

WHEREAS, each year, the academy admits approximately 60 students, who are selected on the basis of test scores, grades, essays, interviews, and recommendations; and

WHEREAS, students at the academy live on the campus of Western Kentucky University, where they take college-level courses and where their classmates are fellow academy students and Western Kentucky University students; and

WHEREAS, students at the academy receive tuition, housing, and meals at no cost to themselves or their families; and

WHEREAS, on May 28, 2012, Newsweek magazine ranked the Gatton Academy Number One on its list of America's Best High Schools; and

WHEREAS, led by Executive Director Dr. Julia Roberts and Director Dr. Tim Gott, with the assistance of a highly qualified and professional staff, the academy maintains an academic, cultural, and social environment that promotes and rewards curiosity, reasoning ability, discipline, and creativity; and

WHEREAS, the academy encourages students to engage in research projects and provides them with opportunities to travel and study abroad; and

WHEREAS, each student who completes his or her studies at the academy earns at least 60 hours of college credit; and

WHEREAS, on completion of their studies at the academy, students may choose to stay at Western Kentucky University or to transfer to other colleges and universities in order to complete their bachelor's degrees; and

WHEREAS, a number of the academy's students have received scholarships at institutions of higher learning; and

WHEREAS, students who have completed their studies at the academy are pursuing graduate degrees, professional degrees, and careers in research, education, business, law, medicine, science, and the arts; and

WHEREAS, the academy encourages excellence, allows motivated students to acquire knowledge at their own pace, and prepares young Kentuckians to perform at the highest level of public service and accomplishment;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate commends the Carol Martin Gatton Academy of Mathematics and Science in Kentucky for its service to Kentucky students and to the academic, scientific, business, and cultural communities of the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the Carol Martin Gatton Academy of Mathematics and Science in Kentucky.
