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AN ACT relating to healthy food choices in school cafeterias.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 158 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The General Assembly finds that strategic placement of healthy food options in school cafeterias can encourage students to make healthier lunch choices.

(2)
The General Assembly encourages schools to make changes in the way food is organized and presented to make healthy options more appealing to students such as:

(a)
Placing nutritious foods at the beginning of the lunch line;

(b)
Placing the salad bar in a prominent location;

(c)
Placing fruit in an attractive bowl or container;

(d)
Prepackaging healthy items into a ready-to-purchase meal;

(e)
Placing plain milk in front of chocolate milk;

(f)
Placing healthy snacks near the cash register;

(g)
Placing prepackaged, unhealthy snacks where students will have to ask for them; and

(h)
Giving healthy food choices catchy, descriptive names.

Section 2.   This Act shall be known as "The Smarter Lunchroom Act."
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
