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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating the PFC Billy Ray Patrick Highway in Perry County.

WHEREAS, Billy Ray Patrick, a resident of Hazard Kentucky, was born February 10, 1944; and

WHEREAS, Billy Ray Patrick, after graduation from of MC Napier High School, entered the service of his country as an infantryman in the United States Army; and

WHEREAS, on May 29, 1966, PFC Billy Ray Patrick, while serving with the 25th Infantry Division, was mortally wounded in South Vietnam, passing away at the tender age of 22; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Billy Ray Patrick has left a void which cannot be filled, even these many years later, among his family and friends; and

WHEREAS, it is fitting a proper that the service and sacrifice of PFC Billy Ray Patrick be remembered in a tangible way, no matter how tardy or seemingly insignificant that memorial may be; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall dedicate Kentucky Route 1146 in Perry County as the "PFC Billy Ray Patrick Memorial Highway," and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs denoting this designation.
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
