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A RESOLUTION recognizing the national accreditation of three Kentucky public health departments.

WHEREAS, the Franklin County Health Department, Three Rivers District Health Department, and Northern Kentucky Independent District Health Department, are three of the eleven health departments in the United States to receive the first-ever national accreditation status by the Public Health Accreditation Board; and

WHEREAS, of the eleven health departments the Public Health Accreditation Board accredited, two are statewide and nine are local departments. Given that three health departments that were accredited are located in the Commonwealth, Kentucky is home to one-third of the nationally accredited local health departments in the country; and

WHEREAS, national public health accreditation establishes the national core standards that provide a mechanism for promoting continuous quality improvements to local public health systems and serves as an avenue to recognize high-performing public health departments throughout the country; and

WHEREAS, the rigorous standards set up by the board outline the essential health services and health department governance and will help foster increased effectiveness and efficiency in the overall public health system; and

WHEREAS, over 125 local, state, and tribal health departments have applied for national public health accreditation through the Public Health Accreditation Board, which is a five-year accreditation status and includes annual reporting requirements; and

WHEREAS, the Public Health Accreditation Board, funded by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation, is a nongovernmental, nonprofit organization that administers the national public health accreditation program;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby recognize the national accreditation of the Franklin County Health Department, Three Rivers District Health Department, and Northern Kentucky Independent District Health.

Section 2.
