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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representative in honor and loving memory of Joseph Dalton "Joe" Tobin, Jr. 

WHEREAS, Joseph Dalton "Joe" Tobin, Jr. was a proud native son of the Commonwealth, born on September 24, 1937 to Joseph Dalton and Mary Hulett Broadbent Tobin; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Tobin graduated from the University of Kentucky in 1959 with a degree in accounting. Upon graduation, he returned home to manage his family's farming operation in Breckinridge, Meade and Trigg counties, while also operating the Tobin Equipment Company; and

WHEREAS, in 1969 Mr. Tobin began a long and successful career in banking when he became president of First State Bank in Irvington. His leadership expanded that bank's operations throughout Breckinridge County. Then in 1984, he was the leading force in establishing Meade County Bank, which currently has three locations. In 1986, Mr. Tobin began to lead First Breckinridge Bancshares through a period of expansion by acquiring West Point Bank in Hardin County, River City Bank in Jefferson County, and the Bank of Clarkson in Grayson County, resulting in eighteen offices with combined assets of $900 million dollars; and

WHEREAS, beyond his success in farming and banking, Mr. Tobin's business enterprises also included the Tobin Insurance Agency, with offices in Irvington and Hardinsburg. In 1987, Mr. Tobin was named general manager of Brandenburg Telephone Company, and under his strategic direction the company expanded its service territory and modernized its offerings. In response to advancing technology, Mr. Tobin partnered with other local telephone companies to create Bluegrass Cellular; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Tobin took tremendous care to ensure that all of his business ventures provided prompt, efficient, quality service at reasonable prices. He was a thoughtful employer and a strong mentor to many associates. He was a generous, yet quiet, contributor to many deserving individuals and causes, and was well-respected by those in communities he served; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Tobin departed this earthly life on January 3, 2013, and is deeply mourned by his family, friends, and community. He is survived by his wife, Ruth Crawford; his children, Allison Willoughby, Toby Tobin, and Tom Tobin; his sister, Mary Ann Tobin; six grandchildren and one great-grandson;
