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A RESOLUTION honoring Sue Wylie upon the occasion of her retirement and commending her distinguished and accomplished career.

WHEREAS, much to the dismay of her listeners, followers, and friends, legendary journalist, anchor, and talk radio host, Sue Wylie, has announced her impending retirement; and

WHEREAS, in the 1950s while a student at the Cincinnati College of Music, a young Ms. Wylie began her career in media when she became captivated by a brand new degreed program introduced by the administration in radio-television, and she never looked back; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Wylie's longstanding career began soon thereafter, as she blazed trails from Cincinnati to Columbus, Ohio, and to Miami, Florida, where she was that market's first female hard news reporter; and

WHEREAS, then in 1968, Ms. Wylie moved to Kentucky where she joined the NBC affiliate in Lexington, WLEX, and for three decades built a substantial and accomplished career as a reporter, anchor, and public affairs director; and

WHEREAS, it was there that Ms. Wylie created the show "Your Government," that saw such notable guests as Ronald Reagan, Ted Kennedy, Jimmy Carter, George Wallace, Jesse Jackson, and a number of Kentucky governors and prominent politicians; and

WHEREAS, in 1998, Ms. Wylie retired from television and became the first regular female talk radio show host in Central Kentucky, hosting her show on WVLK-590 AM out of Lexington; and

WHEREAS, considered by many to be a true pioneer for women in broadcasting, Ms. Wylie was inducted into the Kentucky Journalism Hall of Fame in 1999; and

WHEREAS, though she can never be replaced and will be deeply missed, the considerable legacy Sue Wylie leaves behind will be forever remembered, treasured, and admired by the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
