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AN ACT relating to the IMPACT Plus Program.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Kentucky General Assembly finds that the current administrative process for providing IMPACT Plus services to children with severe behavioral mental health problems is unnecessarily complicated and results in frequent disruptions in services and preventable hospitalizations for children as well as economic hardship for service providers. The General Assembly declares that the goals of this Act are to ensure that children with severe behavioral mental health problems receive seamless services from qualified and credential providers under the IMPACT Plus program and that IMPACT Plus service providers receive timely and appropriate payment for the services they provide to children. The General Assembly declares that the purpose of this Act is to increase the efficient utilization of the Commonwealth's resources to help children with severe behavioral mental health problems achieve as much emotional and mental stability as possible.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 205 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in this section, "IMPACT Plus" program means the program of community-based behavioral health services provided to an eligible IMPACT Plus recipient through an agreement between the Department for Medicaid Services and the Department for Public Health as the state agency for the federal Title V Maternal and Child Health Block Grant, 42 U.S.C. secs. 701 to 710 or as authorized under subsection (4) of this section.

(2)
Any Medicaid managed care organization that contracts with the Department for Medicaid Services shall be deemed a subcontractor for the Department for Behavioral Health, Developmental and Intellectual Disabilities under the Title V agreement to exclusively manage all aspects of the IMPACT Plus program for its members. This shall include but not be limited to the determination of a child's eligibility for IMPACT Plus services, processing and direct payment of claims, program reviews, audits, preparation of corrective action plans, termination of contracts, credentialing of providers, and appeals of payments and contract terminations. No state agency shall duplicate any function performed by the Medicaid managed care organizations for the IMPACT Plus program.

(3)
An IMPACT Plus provider who is appropriately credentialed through other programs to provide services to children shall be permitted to:

(a)
Provide IMPACT Plus services to a child who was receiving services under another program from that provider prior to that child becoming eligible for the IMPACT Plus program unless such services would be duplicative or outside of the provider's qualifications and scope of practice; and

(b)
Continue to provide necessary services under another program to a child no longer eligible for the IMPACT Plus program unless such services would be duplicative or outside of the provider's qualifications and scope of practice.

(4)
Children eligible for the IMPACT Plus program may continue to receive services from an IMPACT Plus provider if the child relocates out of the provider's service area.

(5)
IMPACT Plus providers shall bill for all IMPACT Plus services, including case management, under their IMPACT Plus provider identification. IMPACT Plus providers shall not be required to obtain a Medical Assistance Identification Number (MAID). Nothing in this section shall preclude an IMPACT Plus provider from applying for a MAID number, providing they meet all necessary criteria.
(6)
Medicaid managed care organizations may credential IMPACT Plus providers for additional IMPACT Plus services and credential additional IMPACT Plus providers based on documented gaps in services or lack of access to services.
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
