SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Amend KRS 218A.040 to specify that death by overdose is a foreseeable result of the consumption or use of a Schedule I controlled substance; amend KRS 218A.1412 to expand the aggregation period for controlled substance trafficking amounts to 180 days …; amend KRS 501.060 to provide that illegal trafficking in a Schedule I controlled substance is sufficient to establish causation for a resultant overdose death; amend KRS 72.026 to increase the scope of mandatory coroner and medical examiner reporting in deaths involving Schedule I deaths.
SFA (2, K. Stine) - Amend KRS 218a.1412 to alter amounts of substances needed for trafficking in a controlled substance in the first degree, remove enhanced penalty.

STATE IMPACT: Class A, B & C felonies are based on an average daily prison rate of $60.14. Most Class D felons are housed in one of 79 full service jails for up to five years. Certain Class C felons may be housed in full service jails for up to ten years if there are no available prison beds. The Department of Corrections’ cost to incarcerate a felony inmate in a jail is $34.79 per day, not including substance abuse treatment. Projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years.

 Section 2 Would change the time frame for multiple trafficking transactions from 90 days to 180 days. This would allow for the purchase of smaller amounts of the drug over a longer period of time, and would result in more offenders being convicted of a Class C felony instead of a Class D felony. It is not possible to estimate the number of Class D felons that in the future would  be Class C felons.

Section 3: This provision has the potential to result in any person convicted of trafficking in a Schedule I drug, whether a Class D, C, or B felony to also be prosecuted for murder or manslaughter for the death of any person in the state from a drug overdose.

There is no way to predict the number of traffickers that would be prosecuted or convicted if this provision is adopted, but any persons convicted of murder or manslaughter will likely be incarcerated for longer periods of time than those just convicted of trafficking. Also, the number of persons convicted and sentenced for trafficking may increase since more persons may plead guilty to avoid prosecution for murder or manslaughter. This could result in growth in the prison population and a resulting increase in costs of incarceration.
